The views for opening a 
project and for pipeline functions can 
be saved exclusively for the user or 
can be published for all users. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Gazetteer  
The Gazetteer has had a complete 
overhaul. It is now possible to search 
for any user defined features. These 
can be position data from various 
sources, for example: street gazetteers 
in database tables or position data 
from map features in overlays. 
The application area of the gazetteer 
has increased substantially, as the 
user can choose the most varied 
position and place data for searching 
and navigation. Should the source 
data change, the gazetteer data will 
automatically be updated. 
 
 
 
 

 
The development of  Pipeline Manager Professional 6.0 (PMP) has been completed and the new version is now 
ready for delivery. 
We have emphasised ease of use in this development, so that the user can obtain the desired results more quickly. 
Many of the main dialogs can now remain open while the user continues to navigate around and work in the map. 
This makes access to the desired data simpler and faster. 
In the new version, we have integrated a new module Risk Assessment. With this, it is possible, for the first time, 
for the user to carry out a risk assessment with full geographic reference. 
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Profile 
The profile function has been extended. In contrast to earlier versions the profile can now be controlled 
(navigated) with the mouse. The map window adjusts itself to match the profiled section. The configuration 
settings have been considerably improved so that the diagram can best match the user’s wishes. 

 
Additionally, the 
performance of the profile 
function and all chainage 
functions has been 
significantly improved, 
making use of these 
functions more 
convenient. Through the 
optimised diagram, the 
user can now enjoy 
simpler clearer profile 
views. 
 
 
  
 

 
Identify, descr ibe and reduce r isks 

Pipeline regulators are increasingly turning their attention to 
risk assessment and risk management, particularly following 
the gas pipeline explosion in Belgium. The EU regulations 
require operators to identify and describe all risks related to 
their pipelines, and then to take all appropriate mitigation 
measures against these risks. Other countries have similar 
legislation. The application of formal models both for 
assessment and management of risks will, in the near future, 
increasingly be seen as appropriate and therefore required.

Additional Features 
In the Cathodic Protection module, improvements have been made in usability for administration of test points. 
In the new version, coordinates can be automatically calculated from chainage. The document linking function 
has also been improved in usability, as well as by offering multiple selection of documents to be linked. Through 
these measures, the organisation, structuring and management of documents has been substantially improved.
